Resolution Supporting ILWU in their struggle 
with EGT at the Port of Longview, Washington 

WHEREAS A major labor dispute has simmered for months at the Port of Longview, Washington 
leading to work shutdowns at ports up and down the Washington coast, and 

WHEREAS Violence on both sides of the dispute has been reported and such violence is both 
deplorable and counterproductive to the interests of all parties and the public, and 

WHEREAS EGT Development is a joint venture of Japan-based ltochu Corp, South Korea's STX Pan 
Ocean and St. Louis-based Bunge North America, and 

WHEREAS EGT received a special state tax exemption (See http://tinyurl.com/4y7egsr) and a 
sweetheart lease deal from the Port of Longview to build a $200 million grain terminal there, and 

WHEREAS The government seized adjacent land for the project ( See http://tinyurl.com/3gbp7te ), 
and 

WHEREAS EGT ignored the Port of Longview's contract with ILWU Local 21 to hire union labor on its 
leased site. Instead, the multinational conglomerate hired non-union workers, and 

WHEREAS Despite high unemployment in Cowlitz County and the availability of hundreds of skilled 
union building trades workers, EGT imported the vast majority of its construction crews from low- 
wage communities out-of-state and did not pay area standard wages, and 

WHEREAS More than 1,000 ILWU supporters from Washington to California rallied peacefully 
outside EGT's headquarters in downtown Portland ( See http://tinyurl.com/3hewwjm), and 

WHEREAS EGT hired a unionized subcontractor to run the terminal. EGT signed an agreement with 
Federal Way-based General Construction Co., a subsidiary of Kiewit, to operate the terminal with 
union members from the Portland-based International Union of Operating Engineers Local 701, and 

WHEREAS Both the Oregon AFL-CIO ( http://tinyurl.com/3jnh526 ) and the Washington State Labor 
Council ( http://www.wslc.org/2011res.htm#30) condemned EGT's attempt to pit union members 
against each other, 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT The Clark County Democratic Central Committee calls upon 
all Democrats to be united in solidarity with ILWU in recognition of the just cause of their struggle.
